By discussing appropriate audience behavior as a class
ahead of time, the students will be much better equipped to handle their feelings and express
their enthusiasm in appropriate ways during the performance. Please, also, encourage faculty
to set a good example by showing their interest and attentiveness during the program.

1% Continuous adult supervision of student groups is required. Teachers are asked to be present
at all times during the program. The artists are experienced at managing most disruptions.
However, your unobtrusive handling of any discipline problems is appreciated!
